To encourage junior YFC members to record and evaluate their YFC, educational and community contributions and
achievements over the past year via a Curriculum Vitae, Presentation and Interview.

Learning outcomes
Communication skills, presentation skills and personal development skills

1. DATE AND VENUE —Agriculture House Gloucester, Wednesday gt Febuary 2012 7.30pm.Entries close and CV’s
to be given in on or before Friday 27" January 2012.

2. ELIGIBILITY - The competitor must be 17 years of age or under on 1 September 2011 and a full member of a
Club affiliated to the NFYFC.

Competitors are required in person to produce on the day of each round of the competition (County, Area
and National) their current and signed Membership Card, with suitable photo-ID.

3. HEALTH & SAFETY & SAFEGUARDING — All competitions carried out at every level must comply with Health
and Safety and Safeguarding legislation and meet the relevant safety standards.

A completed County Parental Consent form is required for every member under the age of 18, and also a
form to be completed if being supervised by senior YFC member (and not the parent/guardian) must be in
County Office not later than 5 working days prior to the competition. Also, it is recommended that
members under the age of 18 carry a copy of the completed Parental Consent form with them on the day
of the competition.

4. PROCEDURE

PART 1 — CURRICULUM VITAE (CV)
Two weeks prior to the competition — competitors are requested to submit a CV not to exceed two sides
of A4 with the following information: Competitors are to design and present the CV in their own style.

Personal Profile (Background) information
Qualifications or Awards

Activities within YFC over previous 12 months
School/career aspirations

Activities outside YFC

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Competitors are requested to prepare a presentation using Microsoft power point software to Include
the competitors experiences gained at YFC Club, County and including activities outside of YFC

The presentation should be based on experiences gained in the 12 months before the competition final.
(eg. For the October 2012 NFYFC final, the judges should expect to see October 2011 to September
2012. Competitors are therefore expected to build on the presentations they give at the Area round of
the competition held earlier in the year).

This presentation is to compliment your CV and the Experience, Skills and Attributes Form.

Timing — no less than 3 and no more than 5 minutes.

The presentation will be made to the judges.

On completion of the presentation judges will ask questions on the CV and Experience, Skills and
Attributes Form, on the competitors knowledge of YFC and/or current issues or news relating to young
people.
